THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF CRAMAHE
BY-LAW NUMBER 04-42

 

BEING A BY-LAW TO REGULATE THE USE AND INSTALLATION OF OUTDOOR SOLID FUEL BURNING COMBUSTION APPLIANCES WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF CRAMAHE.
 

WHEREAS Section 125 of the Municipal Act 2001, S.O. 2001 c.25 states a local municipality may regulate the use and installation of heating and cooking appliances and the storage of fuel for use in heating and cooking appliances;

 

AND WHEREAS the Council for the Corporation of the Township of Cramahe deems it advisable to enact such a by-law;

 

NOW THEREFORE the Council for the Corporation of the Township of Cramahe HEREBY ENACTS as follows:

 

1.
Definitions

 

a)      Built up area shall mean the Village of Colborne, any area designated as a hamlet in the Township of Cramahe Official Plan and an area in the Township of Cramahe where 50 percent or more of the frontage on one side of a roadway for a distance of not less than 200 metres is occupied by dwellings, buildings used for business purposes, schools or churches or where 50 percent or more of the frontage on both sides of a roadway for a distance of not less than 100 metres is occupied in the same manner.

 

b)      Outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance (or unit) means a solid fuel-burning appliance, which is used for the space heating of buildings, the heating of water or other such purpose, and which is located in a separate building or on the exterior of the building which it serves

 

c)      Waste shall mean any material defined as waste in Section 25 of the provincial Environmental Protection Act, R.S.O. 1990 c. E19 as amended

 

2.
No outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance shall be erected, installed or altered in a built up area.

 

3.
Where an outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance is permitted, the installation of said structure shall comply with the Ontario Building Code, the Fire Code, the manufacturers installation instructions and recommendations, and every outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance shall be certified by the Canadian Standards Association or other accredited test laboratory. 

 

4.
An outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance shall be considered to be an “accessory building or structure” as defined in Zoning By-Law 99-26, and shall be erected in accordance with the regulations therein.

 

5.
No person shall locate on an approved lot more than one (1) outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance.

 

6.
Fuel used in an outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance shall only be wood or wood by-products. No unit shall be used for the incineration of waste, as defined in this by-law.

 

7.
Any outdoor solid fuel combustion appliance that existed prior to the passing of this by-law shall be permitted to remain provided the following:

a)      There shall be no alterations to the unit

b)      The unit shall not be moved elsewhere on the property

c)      The unit shall not be replaced unless the provisions of this by-law are met.

 

 

This by-law shall come into force and effect on the day it is enacted.
